1)  Sherry Beebe  — Battling breast cancer, Betterment provided gas cards to assist with transportation 
to and from her treatments. 
 

2)  Jeanine Walts — A community member who was hearing impaired and recently passed away. 
Betterment provided materials for a wheelchair ramp to support her comfort and accessibility. 
 

3)  Village of Alexandria Bay — In partnership with community members, Betterment helped install 
TEN new matching benches at the municipal tennis and pickleball courts, replacing old, splintering ones. 
Commemorative plaques recognize the generosity of local donors who made this improvement possible. 
 

4)  Heidi Gray — A U.S. Army veteran and dedicated mother who relocated to Alexandria Bay for safety 
and work received support covering her security deposit and gift cards for her daughter’s essential needs. 
 

5)  Nancy Wagoner — Recently widowed and caring for her autistic son, while waiting for clarity on her 
late husband’s pension, Nancy received rent and bill support to ease her limited family income amid 
ongoing health and personal challenges. 
 

6)  Brian Tidd — Currently battling Cystic Fibrosis and awaiting his second double lung transplant, Brian 
is unable to work during this critical time. Betterment provided gas cards for medical travel and covered 
five months of utility bills to help ease the financial burden. 
 

7)  David VanBrocklin — After suffering a serious stroke which left him unable to work, a joint effort 
with The Alexandria Bay Community Thrift Store helped cover four months of mortgage payments to 
support him and his family during recovery. 
 

8)  Paul Ayen — Following the sudden loss of his vision, Paul was left unable to work. Betterment stepped 
in to help ease the transition by covering six months of mortgage and car payments, along with grocery 
gift cards to support his daily needs during this life-changing time. 

 

 

2021 — Typically (1) $1,000 Annual Award 
granted to the student who demonstrates outstanding commitment to “Community Service & Betterment.”
